The authors who write and il-
lustrate our Glorybound Kids 
Books are carefully screened. 
The motto of our books is to 
provide moral fiber into the 
diet of children.  There are 

many, many children’s books out there, but those that feed 
the mind with moral fiber are difficult to find. Therefore, 
we believe that parents and grandparents will buy our books 
because they are not only pretty, but teach valuable lessons. 
We have several types of children’s books and they are di-
vided into categories. 

Fiber Books are those written about an animal and come 
with a bunch of fiber or fur from a sheep or alpaca (or 
any other animal that we need from a book).
Military History Made Alive is a series of books done 
from interviews of military personnel. We have only one 
right now, but several interviews are already lined up. 
These books teach the value of military service as well as 
geography and respect for those who serve our country.
Hop-a-Log Books are a series of books motivated by 
Karna Peck (Artist) under a program called Grandma 
Mail. She originally assigned Sheri (her sister) to write 
12 books which would be sent by grandma to her grand-
children throughout the year accompanied by learning 
packets. We have characters developed and several of 
the books have been published. The first book is Sharing 
Ole Lumpy. This book also has a musical CD. 
Bee Friendly Books teach health related issues. These 
are short books designed to be given away free in doc-
tor’s offices. Written by a nurse and backed by health 
professionals of specific system fields. 
Other books. We have several other books written by 
awesome authors and illustrated by equally awesome art-
ists. Again, all teach moral lessons. Check it out!
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Morlotts Books is the name for the book store which releases 
the books that are not children’s books. The name was given 
in a dream. It means that there will be more and lots more to 
come. Hence: Morlotts. 

All of the authors are selected by interview rather than by 
reviewing their manuscripts. It is much easier to repair gram-
mar than character. Authors should have a long term relation-
ship with the publisher. Most authors write several books, so 
if a relationship is built between the publisher and the author, 
subsequent books become easier. 

Glorybound Publishing does not charge our authors to publish 
their books, but, upon passing the interview, all of the indi-
vidual’s books are accepted at once and a plan is devised for 
their release. They are like planes coming into the runway for 
a landing and are edited one by one. We usually do all of the 
covers at once and post the reviews inside the earlier books so 
that readers can look forward to following books by the same 
author. 

We are very strict in our review of the text making sure that 
the scripture references are accurate and that the concepts 
are according to the Bible. The editorial review process takes 
several months and the author is encouraged to do as much of 
the editing as possible so that the book will reflect their views 
as much as possible. 

We publish in digital formats so we have opportunity to print 
in large type or alternate languages as needed. Several of our 
authors speak languages other than English, so we encourage 
them to translate their books into their native tongues. We are 
not limited to editions because of the digital publishing op-
tions. July 2011 we have over 600 books in process.  



Glorybound Christian Writer’s Association was found-
ed in March 2011 with the purpose of promoting education 
among writers with a spiritual emphasis. Individuals pen 
manuscripts for many reasons, yet those with a desire to re-
lease books which glorify God and change lives are unique. 

We recognize, however, that all writers must learn to 
convey their thoughts in such a manner that others can follow 
the message coming to a reasonable conclusion because the 
thoughts are clearly formatted and displayed on the paper. 

It is the purpose of Glorybound Christian Writer’s Associa-
tion to help novice writers become professional in, not only 
sgdhq rodbhƽb otqonrd enq sgd vqhshmf+ ats hm bnmudxhmf sgd
message.

It is our goal to catalogue the classes which are taught by 
both authors and artists. Presently, meetings are set to be in 
libraries with the goal of enabling as many as possible to 
attend the sessions. It is encouraged to writers and artists to 
bring their lap-top and appropriate software as recommended 
for the class. Sessions last 45-70 min. Many have a lab which 
enables the participants to print off the book, business card, 
or menu (project) and bind it on site (using Glorybound Pub-
lishing equipment). Current classes can be found on the face 
book site Glorybound Christian Writer’s Association. 

Glorybound Lasertrain

When I was learning the 
aspects of publishing books, I 
realized that digital publishing 
was the most flexible and least 
expensive way to print books. 
Conventional books are printed 
in a Print Run of around 4000 
books at a cost of around $28,000 
per book. After printing five books this way and becoming 
involved in a law suit with the last Printer over the lack of 
books and poor quality (at a cost of some $40,000 and no 
books), I decided to try it myself using a high tech large size 
office printer. 

Books of variety sizes were developed according to the 
type of books and, as I went along, I developed templates and 
patterns from each so that they could be used again and again 
for subsequent books. 

This idea did not originate from me, but was given to me 
in dreams. Even the logo was given in a dream. I was led 
every step of the way developing the Lasertrain program. At 
this time, everything that we publish is released as a template 
in the form of a Print Set (instructions on programming the 
computer and printer) or a Pattern Set (Pattern of the item).  
When the program is complete there will be 300 templates, 20 
books and 2 text books. All of the Patterns come with flash 
drive or CD.
